Training Missionaries in Brazil, South America 
Our friends André and Dani Scultori have a missionary training center 
“Arrows to the Nations” just outside Rio de Janeiro, where Nickie 
visited them to strengthen and encourage them and teach their 
students. 

As Nickie taught a variety of materials to equip the students for their 
missionary task, he was awed at how the Lord was shaping them by 
an increased understanding of culture, of the fear of the Lord, and of 
God’s love for the peoples of this world. Most of these students will 

go serve among smaller tribal groups that have been largely neglected. 

Nickie taught for 25 hours in five days! Perhaps the most rewarding aspect of it was to see understanding coming to 
their minds and hearts. He did not know that his time with them was the last week of their training. The teaching 
gave them the means to solidify what they have been learning all 
semester long! 

Starting a New Bible School in Malawi, Africa 
Sandi has been working with a CFNI graduate, Christopher Nyasulu, 
to start a new Bible School in Blantyre, Malawi. God has given 
Christopher the vision to start a Bible School like CFNI in his home 
country, where he has been serving as a pastor and gaining 
experience, teaching in another training center. 

Sandi has provided consultation regarding the legal foundations, 
academic plan, and curriculum to ensure this School gets off to a 
great start. She is presently working through the various course selections and assisting with the application process 
to the CFN Association of Bible Schools as well as the local educational governing board in Malawi. 

New University in Jamaica 
Our friends, Peter and Betty Burnett, are in the final stages of launching a new Christian 
University in the Caribbean. They plan to begin classes in October as a primer for the 
official launch next year.  

Sandi has been working with Peter and his team providing consultation to help them 
develop a strong leadership team and a solid foundation for the university. God 
connected Sandi with Dr. Shero, a fellow Regent University graduate who started a 
university in Uganda. Dr. Shero has provided a wealth of insight and made good 
recommendations, which will greatly benefit this new venture.  
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Ignite Events at CFNI 

Nickie is continuing to lead the Missions Connect 
student ministry at CFNI and uses this opportunity 
to host the monthly Ignite events.  

At the August event a current student shared 
about his home country, Sri Lanka. We had 
wonderful multilingual worship and a powerful 
time of prayer for Sri Lanka as well as another 8 or 
10 countries represented by those attending!
